NOTE: Until Gen. 17:5, Abraham has the name of Abram, but to simplify the discussion
we will be using the name God gives him, Abraham.

1. Who is God, and where did you get your impressions of God?

2. In the passage for this sermon (Gen. 12:4-9) three things happen in verses 7 & 8 that
change the course of the world. What were they and why were they so significant?

3. It seems that the one, true God has revealed Himself in order to displace the gods of
our own making. Can we ever be free from the temptation to make other things and
interests our gods (that which control our lives)?

4. How does this relate to Acts 9:1-6?

5. Pastor Steve then spent time talking about towers and altars. What is the difference
between the two? Why would Abraham build an altar (and not a tower) after his
encounter with God?

6. If God is everywhere and He made everything, then how can there be special locations
that we call sacred spaces? What are they good for?

7. If there are sacred spaces when God is especially present, are there places where God
is not present at all?

8. If we have an altar present in a sacred space, what role does worship play?



9. What was Pastor Steve’s characterization of Abraham’s response to God’s revelation?

10. How long has it been since you said to God, “I don’t ask anything of You; I just
want to confess that you are my God.”? Why is this not something we do on a regular
basis?
